4.1 Skin contact

for 10 minutes.

Rinse affected eye under running water for 10 minutes.

Breathe fresh air.  Do not drink or give artificial ventilation—lie down.  

4.4 Ingestion  
Treat as inhalation but give 1 pint of water if conscious.

6. Accidental Release Measures

Brush the powder together and return for subsequent use. Wear full protective clothing.

Avoid causing dust. Store in dry cool place, in original containers.  Avoid contact and wash thoroughly after handling.  Avoid prolonged and repeated exposure. Wear protective clothing, gloves, goggles, and mask.
8. Exposure Controls and Personal Protection

Wear protective clothing, safety goggles, gloves and suitable respiratory protection.  Wash hands after handling.  Avoid breathing in dust.  Provide adequate ventilation so that the recommended OEL is not exceeded.

Appearance:  
White heavy powder.  Slightly soluble in water.
10. Stability and Reactivity

Incompatible with bromine trifluoride or 2-furanperoxycarboxlic acids.  Avoid strong mineral acids.
11.Toxological Information

11.1 Skin contact
Causes local irritation to the skin.
11.2 Eyes contact 
May cause irritaton to the eyes.
11.3 Inhalation   
Nasal and bronchial irritation may result from inhalation.  A toxic effect 
and fibrinogenic activity may occur after prolonged inhalation.  
Baritosis may result from occupational exposure.  

11.4 Ingestion  
Soluble barium is rapidly absorbed from the gastrointestinal tract and are very toxic orally.  It has a digitalis-like effect causing muscular stimulation and central nervous system effects—nausea, vomiting, diarrhoea, abdominal ain, headache, giddiness, muscular paralysis, decreased pusle rate, ventricular fibrillation, increased intestinal peristalsis, vascular constriction and bladder contraction.  Potassium deficiency may also occur in acute cases.

Thrshold limts—long term (8hr TWA) 0.5 mg/m3

Eno evidence that barium salts are carcinogenic.  May be harmful to unborn foetuses.

Disposal of by solidification or landfill, after conversion to a non-soluble form and in accordance with local regulations.
