3. Hazards Information

Classified under the “CHIP” Regulations as both a toxic material and a “Class 3” carcinogen.  If ingested, it may lead to nausea and vomiting and the risk of cadmium absorption.  Gross exposure to cadmium over many years can lead to chronic kidney damage.

HSE has produced a detailed Guidance Note EH! “Cadmium: health & safety precautions”: this reviews the biological monitoring precautions which need to be taken in the case of workers exposed to significant levels of cadmium.  It is strongly suggested that the requirements of this Guidance Note be complied with.
4. First Aid Measures

4.1 Skin contact

Remove contaminated clothing.

Wash with plenty of water and soap.

4.2 Eyes contact

Irrigate with eyewash solution or water for at least 10 minutes.  Eyelids should be held away from the eyeball to ensure thorough rinsing.  Seek medical advice if irritation persists.
4.3 Inhalation
Remove to fresh air, keep warm and at rest.  Seek immediate medical attention
4.4 Ingestion

Seek immediate medical attention.

5. Fire Fighting Methods

5.1 Suitable methods of extinguishing
Water / CO2 / Dry Powder / BCF.  Water is the preferred medium.
5.2 Prohibited methods of extinguishing None
5.3 Fire fighting specific hazards
This material may emit toxic cadmium oxide fumes and sulphur dioxide in a fire.
5.4 Specific protective equipment for fire fighters

Self contained breathing apparatus is required.
6. Accidental Release Measures

6.1 Personal precautions
Keep down wind, avoid dust formation and do not breathe dust.  Use a respirator or combination filter.  Wear overalls, goggles, and gloves.
6.2 Environmental precautions
Do not dispose of in canals, surface water or ground water.
6.3 Cleaning methods
In the case of a small spill damp down, sweep up and shovel into sealed drums or plastic bags for safe “Disposal”.  Wash the spillage area clean with plenty of water.

7. Handling and Storage

7.1 Handling
No hazardous polymerisation reactions are known.  Do not eat, drink or smoke when using this material.

7.2 Storage
Store only in original containers, keep sealed when not in use.  Avoid storage with food, drink and animal feeding stuffs.  Ensure admittance to storage area only by technical personnel.  Keep in a locked area.  If possible, use under local exhaust ventilation to minimise dust levels.  A face velocity of 0.5—1 m/s is suggested.  HSE publication HS (G) 37 “Introduction to local exhaust ventilation” gives much useful guidance on LEV and should be consulted.  HSE also publishes document EH 44 “Dust: general principles of protection” which should also be consulted.

8. Exposure Controls and Personal Protection

8.1 Technical protective measures
Due consideration should be given to your control systems and the need for assesment.  Maximum work place concentration 0.4mg/m3 as cadmium for an 8-hour TWA. 
8.2 Respiratory protection
Use NIOSH/MSHA approved respirator with filter P3

8.3 Hands protection
Use rubber or plastic glove  protection.

8.4 Eyes protection
Use chemical goggles

8.5 Skin protection
Wear tightly fitting suit, preferably special plastic suit.
9. Physical and Chemical Properties

Yellow / orange powder; Odourless:  PH of solution extract approx 7;  Melting point: > 750oC;  Density: approx 3; Not a reducing or oxidising agent;  EEC number: 215-1417-8.
