3. Hazards Information
Can attack liver, mycard and central nervous system.  Symptoms are gripes, nausea and stomach irritation.

4. First Aid Measures

4.1 Skin contact

Remove contaminated clothing.  Wash with plenty of water and soap.

4.2 Eyes contact

Irrigate with eyewash solution or water for at least 10 minutes.  Eyelids should be held away from the eyeball to ensure thorough rinsing.  Seek medical advice if irritation persists.
4.3 Inhalation
Remove to fresh air, keep warm and at rest.  Seek immediate medical attention
4.4 Ingestion

Seek immediate medical attention.

4.5 Precautions for the Doctor

The following symptoms can appear: gastro intestinal disorders, breathing difficulty.  Attack to liver, mycard and central nervous system.  Danger if lung collapse.  Medical supervision for at least 48 hours.  Literature recommends use of dexameth, azone aerosol spray as first aid treatment.  Aqueous solutions of sodium selenite are strongly alkaline.

5. Fire Fighting Methods

5.1 Suitable methods of extinguishing
Sand or extinguishing powder.  Water should be avoided to avoid pollution with contaminated water
5.3 Fire fighting specific hazards
Under certain conditions hazardous decomposition product including selenium dioxide may be evolved.
5.4 Specific protective equipment for fire fighters

Self contained breathing apparatus is required.
6. Accidental Release Measures

6.1 Personal precautions
Keep down wind, avoid dust formation and do not breathe dust.  Use a respirator or combination filter.
6.2 Environmental precautions
Do not dispose of in canals, surface water or ground water.
6.3 Cleaning methods
In the case of a small spill sweep up and shovel into drums or plastic bags.  Wash the spillage area clean with plenty of water.
7. Handling and Storage

7.1 Handling
Due care must be taken and any damaged packages must be isolated and repaired.  Avoid dust generation.  Observe emission levels

7.2 Storage
Store only in original containers.  Avoid storage with food stuffs.  Storage class 6.1.B.  Ensure admittance to storage area only by technical personnel.  Keep in a locked area.

8. Exposure Controls and Personal Protection

8.1 Technical protective measures
Due consideration should be given to your control systems and the need for assesment.  Maximum work place concentration 0.1mg/m3.  Lethal dose (50) = 3mg/kg net.
8.2 Respiratory protection
Use NIOSH/MSHA approved respirator with filter P3

8.3 Hands protection
Use rubber or plastic glove  protection.

8.4 Eyes protection
Use chemical goggles

8.5 Skin protection
Wear tightly fitting suit, preferably special plastic suit.
