In the case of skin contact, flood the splashed area with large quantities of running water..

4.2 Eyes contact

If the substance has entered the eyes, wash out with water/saline solution for 15 minutes..

4.3 Inhalation

If the chemical has been confined to the mouth give large quantities of water as a mouth wash. Ensure that the mouth wash is not swallowed, give about 250ml of water to dilute it in the stomach. In severe cases obtain medical attention.
