3. Hazards Information

Irritant—do not inhale, ingest, avoid contact with skin and eyes.  Avoid formation of duct clouds, which may present a dust explosion hazard in the presence of a source of ignition.  Contact with water liberates extremely flammable gases.

4. First Aid Measures

4.1 Skin contact

Remove contaminated clothing immediately. Flush contaminated skin with water for five minutes and wash with soap and mild detergent. If irritation persists, ask for medical advice.
4.2 Eyes contact
